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City of Ffall River, 4 Zy Cunois
BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Fall River, as follows:

That Chapter 74 of the Revised Ordinances of the City of Fall River, Massachusetts,
1999, be amended, as follows:

Section 1 _
By striking out Sec. 74-354, which section relates to utilities, in its entirety, and inserting
in place thereof the following:

The user charge for metered water, customers outside the city, shall be as provided in the fee
schedule in Appendix A to this revision.

Section 2
By striking out Sec. 74-356, which section relates to utilities, in its entirety, and inserting
in place thereof the following:

The Watuppa water board shall determine and assess the water rates according to the tariff of
rates adopted by the city council, and as included within Intermunicipal Agreements approved
by the city council, including the water used by individuals and corporations and by the city for
fire and other purposes.

Section 3
That Appendix A-Fee Schedule for the Revised Ordinances of the City of Fall River,
Massachusetts, 1999, Chapter 74, be amended, as follows:

By striking out Sec. 74-354, which section relates to utilities, in its entirety, and inserting -
in place thereof the following:

The rate for metered water customers outside the city shall be delineated with the Intermunicipal
Agreement with the appropriate authority for the town (outside the city). Any such
Intermunicipal Agreement must be approved by the city council. All out-of-city customers
receiving water supplied by the City of Fall River must pay a rate no less than the rate charged
to Fall River customers.
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City of Fall River, 4 Gy Funos

BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Fall River, as follows:

Section 1
That Chapter 74 of the Revised Ordinance of the City of Fall River, Massachusetts,
1999, be amended as follows:

By striking out in Sec. 74-133, which section relates to utilities, “The city council shall
establish by ordinance all rates and charges.” and inserting in place thereof the following:

All rates and charges shall be established by ordinance or as included within Intermunicipal
Agreements approved by the city council.

Section 2
That Appendix A-Fee Schedule of the Revised Ordinances of the City of Fall River,
Massachusetts, 1999, Chapter 74, be amended, as follows:

By striking out Sec. 74-134(3), which section relates to utilities, in its entirety, and
inserting in place thereof the following:

The rate for wastewater services charges shall be delineated within the Intermunicipal
Agreement with the appropriate authority for the town (outside the city). Any such
Intermunicipal Agreement must be approved by the city council. All out-of-city customers
receiving wastewater services supplied by the City of Fall River must pay a rate no less than
comparable Fall River customers.

BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Fall River, as follows:

That Chapter 70 of the Revised Ordinances of the City of Fall River, Massachusetts, 1999, which
chapter relates to traffic be amended as follows:

Section 1

By striking out in Section 70-387, sub-section (d), which section relates to handicapped parking
generally, the following: “of $100.00" and inserting in place thereof the following: “as provided in the fee
schedule in Appendix A to this revision.”

Section 2

That Appendix A-Fee Schedule for the Revised Ordinances of the City of Fall River,
Massachusetts, 1999, Chapter 70, be amended, by inserting in proper alphabetical and numerical order,
as follows:

§70-387. Handicapped parking generally $200.00

This ordinance shall take effect upon passage to be ordained.




City of Fall River, 2 Zs Buneis

BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Fall River, as follows:

That Chapter 66 of the Revised Ordinances of the City of Fall River, Massachusetts,
1999, which chapter relates to Streets, Sidewalks and Other Public Places, be amended as
follows:

By inserting the following new section:
Section 66-290. Controlled Density Fill.

(a) All transverse trenches, and all parallel trenches of less than 20 feet in length, excavated
beneath paved streets within the City, are to be backfilled with Controlled Density Fill
(CDF). Such work shall be done in accordance with the requirements of the “Street
Opening and Pipe Connections Policies for the City of Fall River”. These policies are to
be developed by the Engineering Division and modified as required from time to time.

(b) Utility pipes are to be placed in an envelope of % inch crushed stone for sewer and
drains and sand for water and force mains. The envelope is to extend from 6 inches
beneath, along the sides and to 12 inches above the top of the pipe. Controlled Density
Fill is then to be placed to a depth of 4 inches below the finish pavement. The surface
patch is to be in accordance with the “Street Opening and Pipe Connections Policies for
the City of Fall River”.

(c) In the case of trenches over 6 feet deep, the backfill may be % inch compacted crushed
stone to a depth of four feet below the surface and then Controlled Density Fill used
above.

(d) If any private utility has policies in variance with this ordinance, and such variance is the
result of state regulations, then all work by such utility is to be in accordance with the
“Standards to Be Employed by Public Utility Operators When Restoring any of the
Streets, Lanes and Highways in Municipalities” as issued by the Massachusetts
Department of Public Utilities.
