Tree City USA 2015 designation: 
For the 11th consecutive year, Fall River has been designated as a Tree City USA - a program sponsored by The National Arbor Day Foundation in cooperation with the USDA Forest Service and the National Association of State Foresters. To qualify for Tree City USA, a town or city must meet four standards: have a Tree Board or Forestry Department; have a local tree ordinance; spend $2 per capita; and promote Arbor Day. 
There are several benefits to being a Tree City USA, including promoting citizen pride and a positive public image, as well as receiving preference for state and federal grant money.
The Tree City USA designation reflects our interest in, and commitment to, our community's urban forest – the trees, plants, and soils found in and around the city.
